Q2.

Q3.
On reaching home, Babuli felt as if the house was prepared for its ‘Ultimate Collapse’. Why?

Q4.
Why had Babuli never been able to break the ‘strands of complacency’ which had coiled around him?

Q5.
Why do you think Babuli’s mother was nowhere to be seen when the partition was taking place?

Q6.
What might be the mothers thoughts and apprehensions while the partition was going on? Are the apprehensions just?

Q7.
‘Usually my elder brother does not write to me’. Why do you think he never write to Babuli?

Q8.
‘I shrank within for not writing letters all these days’. Why did Babuli feel so?

Q9.
In the story “The Tribute”, Babuli writes a letter to his elder brother informing him of his arrival for the partition. In the letter he includes his feelings about the partition and guilt about the indifference and neglect he has played in his part Write out Babuli’s letter.

“Brother you are my land from where I could harvest everything in my life”


Discuss the significance of this statement of Babuli in the light of the happenings in the story “The Tribute”.

Q14.    Imagine yourself to be Babulis elder brother , Write a diary about your feelings on the partition of the property Make your entry match the personality of the eldest brother.(100 Words)

Imagine yourself to be Babulis greedy second  brother, write a letter to your friend commenting on younger brother’s foolishness of giving his share of property as a tribute.(150-175 Words)

On receiving Babuli’s note, his elder brother writes back to tell him what he will do with his lands and the reasons for the same. Write the letter imagining yourself to be Babuli’s elder brother.(150-175 Words)

The fate of mother after the partition - a new member in another old age home? Write a letter to your friend imagining yourself as Babuli’s neighbour.
